Shark Attack Golf — Competition Rules & Info 2009

Due to the number of teams taking part this year we will be using Tee 1 & Tee 10 on the Lakes course. Teams playing off
Tee 1 in the morning will tee off on Tee 10 in the afternoon and vice-versa. A mini bus and a transit van (to carry clubs etc)
will run a shuttle service between the clubhouse and Tee 10 during the day. Please make sure you board the bus in
sufficient time to be at the tee for your start time. The journey time is 10minutes

Ladies Courtesy Shots

Add 3 courtesy shots onto your handicap for scoring purposes

Morning Round

9 Hole Texas Scramble Ladies Red Tees. Gentlemen Yellow Tees

Format Teams of three or four players playing their own ball throughout make up a team.
Stroke Play rules apply. Each player must have at least 2 tee shots to count

Handicap The team handicap is 1/10 of the combined handicaps for four players or 1/6 of the combined
Allowance handicaps for 3 players, then divided by 2 to reflect only playing 9 holes.
Scoring The team gross score only to be recorded at each hole. This score will be entered to computer to

produce result

Method Each player drives from the tee. The preferred ball is then selected and marked. That player plays his/her
ball. All other team members drop ( place on the green) their ball within a club’s length of the marker, no
nearer the hole and play on. On the green, place each ball at the same spot as the selected ball. Continue
in this way until the ball is holed.

Collective decision making can make Texas Scramble a slow game. Please elect a team captain and
keep the game moving.

18 Hole Individual Stableford Competition. Ladies Red Tees. Gentlemen Yellow Tees
Format Individual Stableford competition Full handicap allowance.
Scoring 1 point net bogey, 2 points net par, 3 points net birdie, 4 points net eagle. Record gross scores only on

scorecard. The computer will calculate the result

18 Hole Team Bowmaker Stableford Competition. Ladies Red Tees. Gentlemen Yellow Tees
Format Team Bowmaker / Stableford competition  Full handicap allowance
Scoring 1 point net bogey, 2 points net par, 3 points net birdie, 4 points net eagle.

Score to be the combined scores of :

Best two scores on all Par 4 holes All team players to score on Par 3 & 5 holes
On the scorecard record gross scores and net points

At the end of the round please return scorecards to Brian Green

Straightest Drive
Straightest will be on the 11™ hole. Will be judged as nearest the rope then length of shot

Nearest the Pin
Will be the nearest the pin with the on the 9™ hole




Two’s Competition
